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	Pick and Mix Home Learning

	Alongside our usual homework expectations around daily reading, spellings practice and learning number facts (number bonds and times tables), we would also like to encourage the children to engage with our wider topic at home. These activities are completely optional and are intended as an opportunity for the children to explore our school curriculum creatively. On the last week of term, we would encourage the children to bring any pick and mix home learning they have done or photos of some of the things that they have been up to into school to share with the class.
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Year 5/6 – Autumn 1 – World War 2

	1. Create a replica of a Spitfire plane as used in WW2.
Use your art and craft skills to build a replica spitfire. Research the planes used in the war and compare to the Germans aircraft.
How could the Allies tell which planes were friend and which were foe?
	2. Research WW2 Recipes and try making it!
Encourage children to explore new recipes using rations. Create your recipe and take a photo of you enjoying the tasty (or not so tasty) treat! Write a review of the food you have tried and give it a rating out of 5 stars.
	3. Create a piece of art about World War 2
Encourage children to research the time period of World War 2. Look into, the music, food, recruitment posters and create their own piece of art showing what they have learnt about the War.


	4. Listen to World War 2 Classics and create a record/album cover for it.
Examples include:
· We’ll meet again by Vera Lynn
· Run Rabbit by Flanagan and Allen
· In the Mood by Glen Miller
	5. Create a fashion article for a magazine about World War 2 fashion.
Think about rationing and what would have been appropriate for the women to wear, working as part of the Women’s Land Army.
	6. Research about life in London during the Blitz. 
Using your research skills, find out more about life in London during the Blitz. How did people go about their day? What about the children? Was daily life really different?
Present your findings in a medium of your choice, eg: art work or presentation.
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
