We are planning to take the children in Owls Class to Bath City Farm on Tuesday, 20th May 2025 to 
complement their topic: ‘Off to the Farm’.  We will be leaving after registration and will be returning to school for 
a normal 3.15pm finish. 
 
The visit will consist of a 90-minute workshop titled 'Oink, Baa, Moo, Cock-a-doodle-doo', which involves 
visiting the animals to feed them and collect eggs, followed by time in the Roundhouse garden doing some 
gardening, crafts, bug hunt and to play in the mud kitchen. 
 
Your child will need to wear full school uniform and bring a waterproof jacket and a sunhat.  
 
All children will need a packed lunch and a water bottle in a small backpack. If your child qualifies for Free 
School Meals, the school can provide a packed lunch for them (please note that this is not the Universal Infant 
Free School Meal scheme where all children in Reception-Year 2 are given the option of having a free hot 
meal). Please let us know when completing the online consent if you would like your child to have a packed 
lunch made by the school kitchen.  
 
The total cost to the school for the coach and the educational session is equivalent to £16.18 per child. 
However, we are very lucky to be able to partially fund this trip.  We are asking for a voluntary contribution 
of £12 per child.  Please complete the consent form on Scopay by Friday 2nd May. 
 
The visit is designed to enrich the curriculum and will be valuable and enjoyable for the children.  Whilst this is 
voluntary, we must make it clear that the visit can only go ahead if we are able to raise the necessary funds. 
Refunds will be issued in the event of cancellation. Our preferred payment method is online via Scopay; 
however, cash can also be handed in at the School Office.
